International Day of Solidarity with the Palestinian People

Mr. Chair Person,

The International Day of Solidarity with the Palestinian People is observed annually on
November 29. This day, designated by the United Nations, carries significant symbolism as it
reminds us all of the ill-fated Partition Plan for Palestine. It is also a day to reaffirm the
inalienable rights of the Palestinian people, including their right to self-determination, their
right to establish an independent state, and the right of refugees to return to their homes.

This day holds special importance in light of the ongoing suffering endured by the Palestinian
people under Israeli occupation. It serves as an opportunity to shed light on the injustices
faced by the Palestinian people, including acts of genocide and ethnic cleansing perpetrated
by the Israeli occupation using internationally banned weapons such as white phosphorus as a
chemical weapon in military attacks against Palestinian civilians. These acts constitute war
crimes, causing indiscriminate and fatal harm to lives and properties and inflicting
indescribable suffering on civilians.

Mr. Chair Person,

Historically, the Palestinian people have been victims of collective punishment and
continuous assaults aimed at breaking their will. With the ongoing military escalation by the
occupying power and the continuation of the genocidal war against the Palestinian people for
the second consecutive year, the use of chemical weapons represents a blatant violation of
international humanitarian law, including the Geneva Conventions, which prohibit the use of
chemical weapons against civilians.

Therefore, the Day of Solidarity with the Palestinian People is today more than ever a call for
the international community to take firm stances against these violations. On this day, there is
an urgent need to pressure the Israeli occupation to end its criminal policies, halt the war,
achieve justice, and seek a just solution that ensures the rights of Palestinians to return,
freedom, and independence.
