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Subitem 9(d) Addressing the threat from chemical weapons use

Mr. Chairperson,
The Chemical Weapons Convention (CWC) embodies the international community’s
commitment to the prohibition and destruction of all types of chemical weapons, aiming to
achieve global peace and security. The Convention imposes a moral and legal obligation on all
states to promote its principles and universal objectives.
In this context, Israel, the occupying power of the State of Palestine’s land, has failed to accede
to the Chemical Weapons Convention, while continuing to possess and use chemical weapons.
This constitutes a blatant violation of international norms and fundamental humanitarian
principles. Such actions undermine international efforts to achieve collective security and to
prevent the use of weapons of mass destruction against peoples and communities.
The documented use of chemical weapons by Israel against Palestinian civilians not only violates
the spirit and principles of the Convention but also represents a grave breach of international
humanitarian law, including the Geneva Conventions, which prohibit targeting civilians or using
prohibited means and methods of warfare.
Accordingly, the international community has a moral and legal duty to hold Israel accountable
for its actions and to ensure that it does not escape accountability for its grave violations. Any
failure to do so endangers the credibility of the Convention and the entire international legal
framework.
We further call upon all States Parties to the Convention to take concrete measures to compel
Israel to accede to the Convention without preconditions and to impose stringent oversight
mechanisms to ensure its full compliance with the Convention’s provisions. Achieving
universality of the Convention requires ending such exceptions, which grant a specific state
undue privileges at the expense of the security and stability of other nations.
This moral obligation also reinforces the need to establish international investigative committees
under the auspices of the Organisation for the Prohibition of Chemical Weapons (OPCW) to
examine Israel’s use of chemical weapons and hold it accountable in accordance with the
Convention and international law.
We reiterate that the silence or inaction of the international community in taking effective
measures undermines the international system based on the rule of law and weakens collective
security efforts. Therefore, compelling Israel to accede to the Chemical Weapons Convention
and holding it accountable for its violations is not only a legal necessity but also a moral
obligation dictated by the collective commitment of the international community to uphold the
principles of justice and peace.
