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Mr. Chairperson,

This item was included on the agenda based on a decision adopted
by the Conference of States Parties on June 27, 2018, under the title of
“Addressing the Threat Arising from the Use of Chemical Weapons”. In
principle, all States Parties to the Convention affirm their rejection of the
use of these horrific types of weapons. In fact, this title applies to the
proverb that says, “true words intended to be false”, and instead conceals
the political goals of some State Parties known to all of you, in
particular, the United States of America, France, and United Kingdom,
against specific countries by fabricating incidents of the use of those
weapons, and then making false and baseless accusations against those

countries of using them.

My delegation reiterates its rejection of this decision, which
contains many paragraphs that contradict the provisions of the
Convention, and does not reflect the will of a large number of States
parties. We also confirm that we do not recognize the illegal
“Investigation and ldentification Team” and will not deal with it
because it was established on an illegal basis and authority, and the
mandate was assigned blatantly violates the provisions of the
Convention. This decision constituted a turning point in the history of

this Organization, and has led to further division and polarization.



We have asked the question on more than one occasion: How can the
threat arising from the use of chemical weapons be addressed? Who are

the real stakeholders in confronting this dangerous and hideous threat?

Confronting this dangerous threat can only be achieved through the
commitment of all States Parties, without exception, to international law
and relevant international resolutions, including Security Council
Resolution 1540 and Paragraph 18 of Security Council Resolution No.
2118, and to what is stipulated in the provisions of the Chemical
Weapons Convention, and by stopping the politicization of this
Organization, and by halting the support and financing of terrorists and
the fabrication of incidents of the use of chemical weapons, to accuse
governments that do not align with the policies of some Western
countries. There is not enough time to go through much of the evidence
of the involvement of Western, American and European security,
military and political institutions in supporting, financing and arming
terrorists with all types of weapons, including chemical weapons, in

Syria and other places in the world.

The real victim of the use of these weapons is the one who has the
right to loudly demand that this threat be addressed. Here, the victims in
this case are the Syrian people, members of the Syrian armed forces
fighting terrorism, and some other countries, including the Russian

Federation.



The Syrian Arab Republic also confirms that the decision that was
adopted at the 28th Session of the Conference of States Parties is a
politicized and rejected decision and does not reflect the positions of the
majority of States Parties, but rather reflects the positions of only 69

states out of 193 states.

The aim of this decision is to justify taking dangerous collective
sanctions against Syria, which is a continuation of the economic
terrorism that some Western countries are openly carrying out against
Syria and other countries, represented by unilateral coercive measures
imposed that are immoral and illegal, but this time under the pretext of
Syria continuing to possess and use Chemical weapons, which is a false

and fabricated pretext that has absolutely no basis in reality.

This decision contradicts what is stipulated in the Convention, and
has turned the Organization into an international court that imposes
sanctions on a State Party in a precedent that the Organization has not
witnessed since its establishment on April 29, 1997 until now. It will
establish a dangerous stage in the work of the Organization and its
future, and will increase the state of division within it and lead to an

unprecedented state of polarization.

Chemical terrorism carried out by non-State actors poses a grave
danger to all States Parties. We say it with regret: the remaining

strongholds of international terrorism on Syrian territory are spread in



areas not controlled by the Syrian government, and those terrorist groups
are stationed in areas under the control of the American and Turkish

occupiers in northeastern and northwestern areas of Syria.
