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Mr. Chairperson,

My delegation affirms that terrorism, in the general sense, is a
serious threat to international peace and security and affirms its
condemnation of all terrorist acts in all their forms and manifestations,
committed by whomever and wherever. We reaffirm that combating
terrorism is a national, regional and international duty and that all States
Parties must cooperate with each other in order to succeed in this
endeavor.

We support what was stated in the report of the H.E. the
Ambassador of South Africa , Vusimuzi Madonsela, regarding the work
of the Working Group on Terrorism, and we thank him for his efforts in
this regard.

Over the past thirteen years, Syria has fought terrorism. Over time,
it has demonstrated its determination to continue implementing its
constitutional duty to defend and protect its people. At the same time,
Syria has more than once called on concerned countries and
International Organizations to shoulder their responsibilities in
eradicating terrorism, to dry up its resources and financing, and to
implement the relevant Security Council resolutions in combating
terrorism, especially resolutions 1373 (2001), 2170 (2014), 2178 (2014),
and 2199 (2015). ), and resolution 1540 (2004), as well as resolution
2118 (2013) and to confront terrorist groups under their various names,
including all groups of the Al-Qaeda organization present in Syria, ISIS,
Hay’at Tahrir al-Sham (the former Al-Nusra Front).

We believe that the best way to confront terrorism in general and
chemical terrorism in particular is to work in parallel in two ways and at
the same time:



1- Faithful and precise implementation of relevant Security Council
resolutions, away from political agendas and without selectivity.

2- The second is the faithful and accurate implementation of the
Chemical Weapons Convention and the relevant resolutions.

All of the above mentioned resolutions have imposed binding
pledges on States Parties to take the necessary large number of steps to
prevent chemical terrorism, secure borders, combat the financing of
terrorist acts, cross-border cooperation on law enforcement, and other
measures.

However, the reality of the situation is that, after all the time that
has passed since those decisions and relevant resolutions, we still see a
the spread of large numbers of terrorists across borders and their use of
toxic materials, unfortunately with the support, financing and facilitation
of many well-known countries, which falsely claim their keenness to
fight terrorist entities from other countries, while they are still enabling
the continuation of their activities through financing or arming them, and
facilitated their entry from more than 100 countries to Syrian territory,
via neighboring countries, and providing them with all forms of support,
including toxic materials, training them in their use, and covering up
their crimes, in flagrant violation of Security Council resolutions and
relevant international Conventions, in the plain sight and silence of the
entire world.

We note that Syria submitted more than 200 letters informing the
Technical Secretariat of confirmed information about the movements of
terrorists, their transfer of chemical weapons, and their fabrication of
incidents of using chemical weapons to accuse the Syrian Arab Army of
them, but unfortunately, these letters did not receive any attention.



Fighting chemical terrorism requires sincere will that is translated
through partnership and real international effort under the umbrella of
the United Nations and specialized International Organizations to
confront this grave danger. This necessitates calling on all countries that
support terrorists to stop doing so immediately and begin constructive
and collective actions to combat terrorism and prevent this scourge from
expanding and spreading freely from one country to another.

Finally, we call on all States Parties to abide by what is stipulated
in Security Council resolutions and the provisions of the Convention.
We also call on well-known countries to stop financing and supporting
terrorists in Syria and other regions of the world.
