Comment of the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation
dated 14 January 2025
on the Prevention of a Terrorist Act Involving Toxic Chemicals

“The Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation has prevented
a terrorist act planned by the special services of Ukraine involving the use of toxic
chemicals to poison workers at a defence-industrial enterprise in the Yaroslavl
region.

As a result of undertaken measures a Russian citizen was detained who had
retrieved from a cache made by the Ukrainian special services two containers of
dangerous chemical substances that cause respiratory tract burns with possible
subsequent lethality, which he planned to discharge into the air ducts of the cars of
the staft workers of the said enterprise.

The terrorist’s activities were coordinated from the territory of Ukraine via
foreign internet messengers as evidenced by the information from the seized
communication equipment.

Earlier, the Russian Federal Security Service reported the detention of an
agent of the Security Service of Ukraine who attempted to organize mass
assassination of Russian servicemen by poisoning beverages and a cream cake at the
graduation anniversary event of Pavel Kutakhov Higher Military Aviation School of
Air Defence Pilots in Armavir, Krasnodar region. The Russian Federal Security
Service also reported the detention in St. Petersburg of four Russian nationals
recruited by the Main Directorate of Intelligence of the Ministry of Defence of
Ukraine who planned to poison with a highly toxic chemical substance the
humanitarian food supplies for Russian servicemen in the zone of the special
military operation.

The detainees are accused of involvement in the preparation of terrorist acts.

In addition, in February 2024, the security agencies foiled an attempt by the
Ukrainian special services to commit a terrorist act in the Zaporozhye region using
an analogue of a chemical warfare agent BZ in accordance to NATO classification.
Preparations developed in the United States of America and used to create chemical
weapons of mass destruction were seized from three Ukrainian citizens detained
for this crime.

A criminal case has been opened and is investigated under Article 355
(Development, Production, Stockpiling, Acquisition or Sale of Mass Destruction
Weapons) and Article 205 (Act of Terrorism) of the Russian Criminal Code.”
